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CRIMINAL AND LEGAL COUNTERACTION OF THE ACTIVITIES
OF INTERNATIONAL TERRORIST GROUPS AND ORGANIZATIONS

The research article is devoted to problematic aspects of criminal-legal counter-
action to terrorist activity of international terrorist groups and organizations.
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The main directions of state policy implementation in the field of counter-
terrorism are outlined. The international practice of activity on counteraction to
terrorist crimes committed by representatives of terrorist groups and organizations is
analyzed.

Among the latest tendencies in the development of international terrorist activi-
ties are: the desire for terrorist organizations to use new technologies; expansion of
activity in cyberspace: dissemination of propaganda, recruitment; liaising with their
cells, providing instructions to their supporters on the specifics of preparing and
carrying out terrorist attacks, illegal activities in cyberspace related to hacking, data
theft, etc.

Factors related to the formation and development of individual forms of partici-
pation in terrorist crime are highlighted.

Peculiarities of the current stage of development of international terrorist activ-
ity are determined.

It has been determined that the potential threat to our country is the formation
outside Ukraine of powerful secret units of international terrorist organizations,
which aim to commit terrorist acts in various regions of the world, especially in
countries participating in international anti-terrorist operations.

It has been noted that the fight against organized criminal groups is carried out
by organizing the timely detection and prevention of links between organized crimi-
nal groups and individuals who contribute to terrorist activities, undermining the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine.

It is analyzed the provisions of the Additional Protocol to the Council of Europe
Convention on the Prevention of Terrorism, which provide for the criminalization of
acts such as participation in a terrorist organization or group, training in terrorism,
travel abroad for terrorist purposes, financing of travel abroad for terrorist activities,
organization or facilitation, and also was analyzed another way to go abroad for
terrorist activities.

Suggestions for the improvement of anti-terrorist legislation and practice of its
application are given.
